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Made in Scotland: International touring
Background:

Made in Scotland is a showcase of dance and theatre at the Edinburgh Festival Fringe. It is a collaboration between the Edinburgh Festival Fringe Society, the Scottish Arts Council and the Federation of Scottish Theatre (FST), supported by the Scottish Government’s Edinburgh Festival Expo Fund. 
As part of the Made in Scotland initiative, funding is available to support Scottish dance and theatre companies to take up international touring as a direct result of performances at the Fringe. International opportunities can include invitations to festivals or venues. 
Who can apply:
This fund is open to any Scottish dance and theatre artists, companies or organisations who presented work as part of the Edinburgh Festival Fringe 2009, towards international opportunities. This funding support is not limited to the artists and companies presented as part of the Made in Scotland showcase. Applications can come from individual artists or from companies/organisations.
Application Process:

Our aim is to be responsive and flexible with this funding to respond quickly to help support international invitations that artists and companies may receive directly from their performances during the 2009 Fringe. Funding will not cover the full costs of the international presentation and we expect proposals to demonstrate significant financial commitment from the international promoter.

Applications will be considered on a continuing basis and should be in the form of a written proposal which should include:

· details of the production and the international performance opportunity/opportunities
· a budget identifying all the costs involved in undertaking the international opportunity
· information on what you consider to be the benefits of this international touring opportunity for you/ your company and how it will enhance your artistic vision and long-term development
· a statement of support from the international promoter, or other evidence of touring opportunity with details of the financial deal/s being offered.

How decisions will be made:
The assessment process will be undertaken by Scottish Arts Council officers.  Comments will be sought from our Made in Scotland partners and the British Council. Priority will be given to proposals that:
· demonstrate significant support from the international promoter/s

· include productions that are considered to be of the highest artistic quality

· provide significant international platform the work and the profile of the artist/ company
· demonstrate longer term benefit for the artistic development of the artist/company
We aim to notify you of the funding decisions within four weeks from receiving your proposal.
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
